HEALTH CENTER WORSHIP

We have in our Resident Association six committees involved with providing spiritual and
worship opportunities for residents of Friendsview. They include: Daily Devotions, Health
Center Worship, Prayer Meeting, Spiritual Care, Ushers and Vespers. This month we are

featur ing the Health Center Worship Committee.

This committee provides scheduling and servicing for two Sunday Worship services , a half hour
service in the auditorium and a twenty minute service in the Special Care Unit.

These services are made available especially for those with health related problems or other
restrictions that make going out to a church difficult or impossible.

This service is open to all who are home -bound or have
limited mobility, health issues or any number of other reasons for needing a short worship
service, either regularly or occasionally on Sunday mo rning.
