A Tribute to My Dad  
 

My dad was John Fankhauser who, with my mother, moved into the Friendsview Community in 
1989.  His life was a great example of giving of his time, talent and finances.  Dad spent 50 years 
as a pastor and leader of the missions department of the Northwest Yearly Meeting of Friends and 
he worked part -time as minister of visitation for Newberg Friends Church until age 88.  
 

Dad was reared in a pastorõs home and went to a Christian Academy.  As a young man, he felt he 
should go into the ministry as his lifeõs profession, but rebelled against it because of his desire to 
be a successful and respected businessman.  During this time, although money was his foc us, the 
Biblical principle of tithing was always a part of his life.  He didnõt go to church with the family, but 
he would send his tithe check with mother.  His love of giving never left as his ability to give did.  
His desire was to leave an inheritance for missions work.  
 

At age 37 and a successful businessman, dad lacked the joy he knew his life should represent.  He 
became a Christian and pursued his education for the ministry.  This change in his life also 
changed the reality in our home.  As II Corin thians 5:17 says, òAnyone who belongs to Christ is a 
new person.  The old life is gone and the new life has begun.ó   
 

My dadõs priorities changed from money to God.  Prayer became a part of our family life.  Anger 
and a short temper were replaced by patie nce and forgiveness.  He taught by example  to pray 
when we didnõt have money to provide what was needed.  During school he worked nights and 
Saturdays to support a family of six.  My faith grew as God supplied our needs anonymously 
through others.  After f our years of Bible school at Barclay College in Kansas, he came to George 
Fox University (then College) to finish his Bachelorõs Degree and begin his ministry. 
 

By example, my dad helped me to trust my Heavenly Father and to know his discipline is for my 
good.  I knew Him as a loving Heavenly Father because I was given a loving earthly father.  
 

Reverend John Fankhauser passed away in his sleep on Sunday morning, October 7, 2007, in the 
Friendsview Retirement Community health center at the age of 97.  His de ath left an enormous 
void in our family that could be filled by no one.  I am very grateful he was my dad.

A 92-year o ld , petite, well -poised and proud man,  who is fully dressed each 
morning by eight oõclock, with his hair fashionably combed and shaved perfectly, even though he 
is legally blind, moved to a nursing home today.  His wife of 70 years recently passed away, 
making the move necessary.  After many hours of waiting patiently in the lobby of the nursing 
home, he smiles sweetly when told his room was ready.  As he maneuvered his walker to the 
elevator, I provided a visual description of his tiny room, including the eyelet sheets that had been 
hung on his window.  òI love it.ó  He stated with the enthusiasm of an eight-year -old having just 
been presented with a new puppy.  òMr. Jones, you havenõt seen the room; just wait.ó  òThat 
doesnõt have anything to do with it,ó he replied.  òHappiness is something you decide on ahead of 
time.  Whether I like my room or not doesnõt depend on how the furniture is arranged, itõs how I 
arrange my mind.  I already decided to love it.ó  Itõs a decision I make every morning when I wake 
up.  I have a choice; I can spend the day in bed recounting the difficulty I have with the parts of my 
body that no longer work, or get out of bed and be thankful for the ones that do.   
 

Each day is a gift, and as long as my eyes open, Iõll focus on the new day and all the happy 
memories Iõve stored away just for this time in my life.  Old age is like a bank account.  You 
withdraw from what youõve put in.  So, my advice to you would be, deposit  a lot of happiness in the 
bank account of memories!
