Some comments she wrote in her Bible by 
specific verses were concerns as well as praises for her children and grandchildren.  

So, Mom, even though I canõt send you a card or fix a special dinner for you, you 
are stil l in my thoughts.  I thank you for your caring and loving leadership which 
still influences my life.

We have in our Resident Association six committees involved with providing spiritual and 
worship opportunities for residents of Friendsview.
